Other sites are for day use only but if you 
do stop overnight please remember they are on 
pastoral leases. If someone else has left a mess, 
do the right thing and clean it up. CMCA site says 
Caroline Pool is a bush camp site - the Shire 
Council does not agree. I suggest that if you want 
to stay there just make it a one nighter.
